Welcome to Exceptional Equestrians! 

Enclosed in your packet you will find registration, scheduling and fee information.  Please take a minute to read the following and learn about our program:

We are a local non-profit 501 (c)(3) company providing therapy services to children with special needs using the horse as our therapeutic tool. We offer two types of “riding” therapy: Hippotherapy and Therapeutic Riding. The following information may help you to decide which is best for your child:

Hippotherapy: Hippotherapy is 1:1 treatment of your child by a registered and specially trained occupational, physical or speech therapist. At Exceptional Equestrians we also have on staff a registered hippotherapy clinical specialist. Hippotherapy includes an evaluation and treatment program specifically geared toward the needs of your child. It is an intense program, with the movement of the horse directed to elicit desired movements and/or sensory reactions from the rider. Pre-riding techniques may be included to prepare your child for the session and your therapist may follow the ride with functional activities that will carry over into your child’s daily life. 

Therapeutic Riding: Therapeutic riding (TR) offers the inherent benefits of the horse in a group format. To participate in TR your child should posses the ability to sit independently and maintain head control during movement. TR does not require the presence of a therapist however, our program offers TR directed by a licensed PTA and riding instructor. General goals are developed for your child along with the other children in the group. Activities are theme related and aim to enhance socialization, communication, and cognitive activities. Children also work on balance and motor skills secondary to the imposed movement of the horse.

Requirements: All children must have a physician release. Children with Down syndrome must have recent A-P and lateral x-ray to rule out cervical instability. Children must also fall within height and weight guidelines for our program. Parents must complete all registration forms and pay required fees. 

Fees: Please refer to the scheduling and payment options pages for both the Hippotherapy and TR programs (included in your packet). Fees must be paid prior to your child participating in therapy. All families receive monies from our program to supplement the cost of providing services. However, if you require additional financial support please submit a request for scholarship funding to the address or phone number listed above. Also your child may be eligible for funding through community agencies such as COP or Family Support. Please inquire with your case manager.

Scholarship funds are accrued through public and private donations and fundraisers. We appreciate your assistance with these activities.
